One Person Watercrafting on Local 
Waters 

Ray Grandner, owner of 
Pinewood Flies, will be 
presenting on one-person 
watercraft. Ray has found 
using a pontoon boat is a very 
effective method to fish local 

rivers and lakes.  
 
Float tubing is a great technique for the Delaware 
River, where Ray has developed a long anchor line 
technique to approach rising fishing. A pontoon boat is 
a killer approach for carp on the Chemung – and Ray is 
a master of this stealthy approach on his raft. A 
pontoon boat is also an enjoyable approach to fishing 
our local lakes. Little Lake is one of Ray’s favorite 
destinations for warm water species on a fly. 
 
Ray will overview 
equipment and gear to 
get started in this area. 
Ray will have his float 
boat and other gear 
which he finds 
successful. He will allow 
plenty of time for Q&A 
– so please come prepare with a few good questions 
for Ray. 
 
About Ray Grandner:  
Ray is the owner of Pinewood Flies, Pine Valley, NY 
(flyfishingonline.com) His shop is a favorite local 
resource for fly fishing equipment, flies, and fly tying 
materials. Over the last few years, Ray has become 
quite proficient in producing reproductive mounts – 
featuring highly detailed painting techniques – and is 
now doing beautiful fish mounts for customers all over 
the country.
