Fly of the Month: Dahlberg diver
Contributed by Chas Elliott

Hook: 1 – 3/0 Strong or Bass bug hook 3366, 37187
Thread: white or gray strong monocord, kevlar or similar
Tail:  Original is 50 strands of gold flashabou over which
white and brown marabou is tied. I used white synthetic hair
over which two pairs of grizzly saddle hackle is tied.
Throat: Red marabou
Weed guard: 20# mono tied in and glued
Head and collar: Deer hairs clipped flat on bottom, tapered
head and collar long.
Eyes: optional, but I like jem eyes painted and colored.
Comments: There is a lot of variation possible in this
pattern, match to those prey or triggers you see as important.

Library Spotlight

This month’s spotlight is “Saltwater Fly casting – 10 Steps to
Distance and Power” by George Roberts. This fly casting
video is intended to teach the development of gaining
distance through adherence to the basics of good casting
mechanics and the addition of the elements that all good
distance casters have in common. The video is divided into 2
parts. The first is an overview of fly casting mechanics and
practice points. The second is the 10 lessons need to achieve
the desired results with the first three lessons being the most
important.  The lessons are as follows:

·  Back cast
·  Forward cast
·  Shooting line
·  Rod drift
·  Distance casting
·  Hauling part1-> Back cast
·  Hauling part2-> Forward
·  Hauling for distance and power
·  Casting in the wind
·  Weighted lines and weighted flies

Review: This video starts by clearing up some common
casting misconceptions and misleading terms. Then the
author explains the mechanics of a good cast and some
practice points that will enable you to undertake
distance casting. Casting lessons 1, 2, 3 are the most
important lessons in the video, and are bases from
which all distance casting is formed. Lessons 4-10 are
the finer points needed to effectively and efficiently
make distance casts.

I liked the way the author stepped up through
the basics and into the finer detail needed to convey the
information for distance casting. In addition to this the
author continues to go back to the basics to emphasize
and explain common faults and fixes. I found the video
quality to be good and I was able to clearly see the line
loops, rod movement and loading/unloading. The verbal
portion and the video matched up well and at the end of

each lesson there was a checklist for the important
points.

Overall I would rate this DVD 4.5/5 loops. This
is clearly not a beginner’s instructional video, but I
would recommend this for anyone wanting to gain
distance in their cast or anyone who would like to add a
few instructional tricks to their repertoire.

Meet a member

John Lively

I caught my first fish, a 12" chub, on a chunk of hotdog
in Shepard's creek (lower Cayuta Creek), when I was
about 10 years old. I moved on to clippers, tonies,
crabs, crickets, grasshoppers, and worms, and then to
Rapalas on ultralight spinning gear for smallmouth and
pickerel, anywhere within a bike ride of home.

My first encounter with a fly rod was at Boy Scout
camp using a friend's outfit one evening. I soon had my
own 8 wt. Shakespeare WonderRod, with an L6F
flyline - all I could get at the local sporting goods store.
I managed to catch some brook trout by dapping flies in
small pools, and a number of chubs in the local creek,
but my ultralight spinning rod remained my favorite for
some years.

Around 1995, I met Jim Rideout and we started talking
fishing, and before I knew it I was knee deep in the
Salmon River with a 33" king salmon peeling line off
my Pfleuger Medalist like no tomorrow. I was bitten by
the fly fishing bug, and for the next few years focused
on the Chemung River and its smallmouth and carp. In
1997, I launched my Southern Tier Fishing website to



provide information on local fishing opportunities to
others.

Around 2001, I joined the local FFF chapter, expanding
my horizons to the world of fly fishing for trout. I
picked up lots of info on technique, tackle, time, and
place from the presentations and the 1:1 interactions.
Since then at various times I've served as club
president, secretary, treasurer, newsletter editor, and am
currently vice president and webmaster. I suppose you
could say I am now 'fully engaged' in fly fishing, as I
own about a dozen rods and reels and fly fish 9 months
of the year. I focus on trout April-June, warm water
July-September, and salmon/steelhead October-
December. January-March I try to catch up on home
improvements and do a little skiing and snowboarding.

Some additional fun facts:
1) I inherited a compulsion for list making from my
father. In my case, it's manifested in my fish log.. a
record of every fish I've caught since the age of 14..
where, when, on what, species, size, weather, etc. The
database has over 5000 fish in it, and is quite useful in
helping decide where to go and what to bring on my
next outing.
2) To guard against total craziness, I've developed a "40
degree" rule. If the air or water temperature is less than
40 degrees, I don't fish.
3) I have recently been bitten by the two-handed fly
fishing bug, and now own three outfits, that I use
mainly on the Salmon River to swing streamers for
salmon and steelhead.
4) During trout season I fish dry flies 99% of the time. I
am a terrible nymph fisherman
