Library Spotlight

This month’s spotlight is “Masters of the LeTort” with
Ed Shenk.  This fly-fishing and fly tying video is
broken into two parts. The first part is tying instruction
for five of Ed’s favorite patterns. The second half
shows Ed fishing the LeTort, Big Spring and Yellow
Breeches. The first section includes the following flies:

·  LeTort hopper
·  LeTort cricket
·  Shenk minnow
·  Shenk sculpin “ old ugly”
·  Shenk cress bug

Review: This Video starts with a short biography of Ed
Shenk’s 60 years of fly-fishing. The video then turns to
the task of tying the five above patterns. The rest of the
video shows Ed fishing the listed Carlisle area creeks.
Ed tells stories along the way and gives some important
points on fishing the flies that were tied and other
tactics that are important to the location, but can be
applied elsewhere.

I liked this video and found that it did a good
job of explaining the different aspects of fly-fishing in
the locations listed with some of Shenk’s humor mixed
in.

Overall I would rate this DVD 3.5/5 rises, I
would have liked to seen a few more flies but it seems
that five flies is the norm for mixed fly fishing fly tying
videos.

I remember as a kid I was fishing with worms and
spinners in the late spring and I saw a fly fisherman catch
several trout while I couldn’t seem to get even a bite. I
remember thinking to myself that I had to do this fly-fishing
thing. I proceeded to buy the cheapest rod, reel and line I
could find and started my journey. Along the way came
books and magazines that my parents would afford me. Fly
fisherman winter issue 1975 was the first that I got. As I look
back I probably made every mistake possible and some more
than once. The first fish I caught on a fly was a 16” rainbow
on the ledge in front of the Lake Street bridge on Fall Creek.
The fly was a #14 yellow woven stone fly nymph that I
bought at Woolworth’s department store. Back then it was
mostly Nymphs and streamers, as the floating of dry flies was
still a mystery. While I was attending Boynton Jr. High I was
fortunate to have some mentoring in fly tying from a biology
teacher who  allowed us to start a fly tying club. That was
enough to kindle the fire that would burn and smolder over
the years as I went away and came back to fly fishing and fly
tying, each time learning new things and being amazed at
what I had missed in the previous years. My current interests
in fly-fishing include increasing my knowledge in the sport
and introducing others to the sport that I have found so
enjoyable by sharing what I know.
