Fly of the Month: Teeny Nymph
Contributed by Chas Elliott

Hook:    Hvy. Wet fly hook (I used a Mustad 3399)

Thread:  Color to match body (I used chartreuse, just       
wanted to add a little color )

Body:   Cock Ring neck Pheasant tail fibers: First 
bunch tied in at the rear and wound 
forward with the tail ends pushed down 
and tied in place. Second bunch tied in the 
same way as the first. Use more or less 
fibers as needed for the size of the fly and 
bulk of the body.

Library Spotlight

This month’s spotlight is “The Essence of Flycasting” 
by Mel Krieger.  This casting instruction DVD gives 
insight and direction on casting techniques. The 
chapters are as follows:

Introduction: The firm wrist, transfer of 
power, the grip, hand position and casting arc.
The Roll cast
The Pickup and Lay down
False casting
The feel of fly casting
Shooting line
The double haul
The Belgian cast
Presenting the fly
Catch and release

Review: In this DVD Mel Krieger takes us to several 
fly fishing destinations and in the process demonstrates 
and teaches us the concepts of fly casting all the while 
throwing in a few fishing tips and humor as well. Mel 
ends the DVD with his views on catch and release, 
which gives sound reasons to practice catch and release.

I found the DVD to be entertaining and well 
produced. Some of the video seemed a little dark and 
difficult to see. On the plus side the DVD was put 
together in a way that was entertaining and holds your 
interest. Mels shows his enthusiasm for the sport with 
humor and vigor. Other than the minor video flaw I 
thought this DVD was very good. I would recommend 
it to the beginner and advanced alike and I rate this 
DVD 5/5 rises. 

Incidentally Mel Krieger is deceased, but the 
spirit of what he so vigorously pursued lives on in this 
DVD.
