Hook: 8-6 short shank straight eye TMC2488(l used
mustad 3366)

Thread: Brown 3/0

Tail (claws): Rust brown rabbit fur length of shank and a
little midge flash just a little longer. (I used kdou to
match color)

Body and head:Rust brown or orange waspi Crawdub or
similar

Hackle: Hen light brown and white ~2x Gap

Legs: Rubber , one along each side, behind eyes

Eyes Mono, tied on the bend side across from the barb.
Weight: Bead eyes at head

Comments: This is a Crawfish imitation and it should be
between 1" and 2" long. This is a fly featuredhis month’s
Library spotlight.
